4	 NO sculptures, needlework or three-dimensional work 	
	 will be accepted.

5	 Entries may only be on paper or canvas and MAY NOT 
	 BE FOLDED, ROLLED UP OR MOUNTED.

6	 Do not paste or write anything on the front of the artwork.

7	 No artwork will be returned to parents, educators or 	
	 entrants under any circumstances.

8 	 By submitting the artwork, the learner/guardian/ 
	 representative (“the Applicant”) hereby agrees  
	 that ownership of the artwork will vest in Santam.
